Mr. Calhoun's Engineering classes were
launching rockets on 4/22/25. How
exciting, but there was work that was put
into it. To build these rockets they had to
make fins out of cardboard, and make
parachutes out of garbage bags. They
could play with their designs, which made it
fun because who doesn't like to be
creative. Then it was launch day, to do this
is easy you put your motor in your rocket
then your igniter (2 metals wires) which
goes into your motor. You then clip the
electronic switch to the wire. After all that
you finally get to push that big red button
and watch the magic happen. These
rockets go about 900 ft in the air then the
parachute pops out from the back fire of
the rocket, and then it hits the ground.
Those few seconds of adrenaline are
awesome. Mr. Calhoun's class is really fun
and cool and highly recommended.

Estos cohetes alcanzan aproximadamente 900 pies
de altura y luego, gracias al retroceso del motor, se
despliega el paracaidas y el cohete regresa al suelo.
Esos pocos segundos de adrenalina son increibles.
La clase del Sr. Calhoun es realmente divertida,
interesante y altamente recomendada.
